Deacon Wallyõs reflectionsé 

 

 What did I learn in the April conference about the 

Alaska panhandle (Tongass National  Forest) and northern 

coastal British Columbia (Great Bear Rainforest)? 

 

            The  Tongass  has  huge  areas  of  National  

Monuments (a type of national park) and conservation  

zones, but almost all in areas with small or no trees.  The 

size  of  the  trees  is  a  good  measure  of  the  biological 

richness of an area. The relatively rare areas with large trees 

are almost all logged  or can be logged.  In the Great Bear 

Rainforest, each of over 150 different types of forest must 

be  maintained in conservancies and no logging reserves, so 

the big tree areas are much better  protected.   

 

            It takes effort, time and therefore money to look at 

issues across boundaries, both political like  USA/Canada 

and ocean/land.   An  institution,  probably  a  large  and 

therefore USA-based  foundation, will have to lead work 

across the USA/Canada boundary for forest ecosystems.   

Even if that occurs, only some issues gain value from a 

trans-boundary approach. 

 

 There  are  major  efforts  in  both  countries  to 

understand  and  manage  the  ocean/land  boundary.   

Without large salmon runs, the forests lose their fertilizer, 

and many animals like bears, wolves  and eagles lose most 

of  their  food  supply.   In Canada, we are midway in the 

marine planning process called PNCIMA (Pacific North 

Coast Integrated Management Area) that links well into  

Land Ecosystem Based Management. 

 

Because of better ocean conditions, Alaska has much better 

salmon runs in recent years than  British Columbia.  Sadly, 

the small communities of Alaska seem to gain little from it, 

and have the economic and social problems of small British 

Columbia  coastal  communities.   Neither  can  rely  on 

forestry  for  more  than  a  minor  if  important part of a 

sustainable economy. A successful  strategy is diversified, 

and  the  self-created  institutions  and  culture  of  the 

community is essential.

    GODõS LITTLE SHIPS 

I borrowed this book from the Synod office and 

have enjoyed every bit of it..although Iõm not yet 

finished.  It is a history of the Columbia Coast 

Mission  of  the  Anglican  Church  and  covers a 

period that began early in the twentieth century 

and  continued  until  the  early  1980s,  when the 

Mission's operations ceased. It is a story of people 

who sought to provide both spiritual and medical 

services to coastal communities of south-western 

British Columbia. God's Little Ships  is  also the 

story  of  an  institution  that  saw  its  purpose 

gradually eroded by modern advances in medicine, 

transportation, and communication. 

The Mission owed its conception and birth to the 

Reverend John Antle, who was its guiding force 

for over thirty years. His successor, Reverend Alan 

Greene, retired in 1959, when the great days of the 

Mission were drawing to a close. Many others play 

smaller roles in this history and come to life in its 

pages. There is much detail about the ships and 

hospitals of the Mission, and the picture that 

emerges is one of a keen sense of discipline and 

orderliness  overcoming  the limitations  of  the 

environment in which the Mission operated. 

Michael Hadley, a professor of Germanic Studies 

at the University of Victoria and author of this 

book,  draws  his  sources  from  church archives, 

newspaper  and  magazine articles, and a wide 

range of other materials.  Many anecdotes come 

verbatim from the sources and reveal much of the 

character of their period and of the individuals 

who wrote them. Many of the Mission's officers 

lived a sparse life, and thereõs also a clear sense of  

isolation  and  vulnerability  of the  people living  

in  these  small  coastal  communities,  particularly 

in the early years  of  limited communication. 

God's Little Ships implicitly lauds not only the 

Mission's work in supplying spiritual and medical 

support, but also in providing social interaction 

and  the  sight  of fresh  faces  to lonely people.  

People  of  the  BC  coast  history,   are brought  

vividly  to  life  in  this  well-researched book.  

Consider it for a summer read!                  Nancy+
